HURRICANE SUPPLY LIST

The following pages contain a hurricane supply list.   This list is a compilation of ideas from the Southern Area Incident Management Teams.  The list comes from about fifteen years experience of working on hurricane assignments.   The list is designed for island use.  It can be adapted to the continental United States. 

When we go to an island hurricane site, we fly from an Air Force base.  This is normally in the Atlanta area.   All the materials and supplies have to be purchased, weighed, and palletized within a day.   The Logistics and Finance Sections need the help of all the sections to get this completed in such a short time frame.  The biggest thing to remember is that what you take will probably be all that you have for the first five to six days that you are at the incident.
  The first thing that you receive at the islands will probably not be food or water.  You may also have to support others who are stranded there or who are ill prepared.
